When Jesus passed 

right under the tree, He called my name! He said He wanted to stay at my house. With me! Was 

He telling me that God could actually love a cheater like me? I jumped down from the tree and 

led Him to my house. It had been so long since anyone had been kind to me. I felt like a new 

person. I told Jesus all the terrible things I had done and, to everyone listening, that I would go 

to all the people I’d cheated and pay them back even more than what I’d taken.
